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D1. STANDARD PACKAGING 
D1.1. Except as specified under Clause D3, the packaging and packing of all items shall comply with ASTM-D-3951-88, "Standard Practice for Commercial Packaging."

D1.2. In addition, software that is distributed by a non-rigid physical media (floppy disk) shall be packaged in a rigid material designed for shipping or mailing. Flexible envelopes shall not be used.

D2. CONTAINER MARKINGS
Container markings shall comply with MIL-STD-129K, "Marking for Shipment and Storage." In addition, the Contractor shall mark each container with "COMPUTER EQUIPMENT - NOT FOR OUTSIDE STORAGE."

D3. PACKAGING FOR OVERSEAS SHIPMENT
The packaging and packing of items for overseas shipment under the clause FAR 52.247-38, "F.O.B. Inland Carrier, Point of Exportation" (see Section F) shall be packaged in accordance with MIL-B-117F, Class A, with appropriate Type and Style. Equipment or supplies weighing less than 20 pounds shall then be packed according to MIL-STD-794E, Level C; and equipment or supplies weighing 20 pounds or more shall be packed according to MIL-STD-794E, Level A. 

D4. REUSABLE PACKING CASES 

The contractor shall identify and indicate the credit for any special reusable containers required for shipment of initial systems, or any repairable assemblies that must be transshipped. Containers shall be marked "Reusable - Do Not Destroy". The amount associated with the reusable container shall be credited to the Government and clearly identified as such on the contractors invoice. The contractor shall account for reusable special containers containing repairable assemblies returned to the contractor, and shall reuse these containers, to the extent practicable, for reshipping repaired assemblies.  Reusable containers for which the Government receives a credit will be removed from an installation site by the Contractor at the Contractor's expense immediately following equipment installation.

D5. PROHIBITED PACKING MATERIALS
The use of asbestos, excelsior, newspaper or shredded paper (all types including waxed paper, computer paper and similar hygroscopic or non-neutral material) is prohibited.

D6. UNPACKING INSTRUCTIONS
Unpacking instructions shall accompany each shipment of complex or delicate equipment. Shipping containers shall be marked: CAUTION - - THIS EQUIPMENT MAY BE SERIOUSLY DAMAGED UNLESS UNPACKING INSTRUCTIONS ARE CAREFULLY FOLLOWED. UNPACKING INSTRUCTIONS ARE LOCATED (state where located). The unpacking instructions shall be located such that no unpacking is required by the Government to locate the instructions.
