c.  Audit.  The Contracting Officer or representatives of the Contracting Officer who are employees of the Government shall have the right to examine and audit all directly pertinent records of sales and related documents, including contract terms and conditions, necessary to verify the validity of any certificate executed in accordance with paragraph (b) of this clause. The Contractor shall make these records, books, data, and documents, available for examination, audit, or reproduction until 3 years after the certificate set forth in paragraph (b) of this clause is executed. Nothing contained in this clause shall require the submission of cost or pricing data not otherwise required by law or regulation.

d. Price Reduction.  If any price, including profit or fee negotiated in connection with this contract, or any cost reimbursable under this contract has increased because the certification in subparagraph (b)(1) of the certificate or the information provided as justification in subparagraph (b)(2) of the certificate was inaccurate, incomplete, or misleading, the price or cost shall be reduced accordingly and the contract shall be modified to reflect the reduction.

FIRMR 201-39.5202-5 PRIVACY OR SECURITY SAFEGUARDS (OCT 1990 FIRMR)

a. The details of any safeguards the contractor may design or develop under this contract are the property of the Government and shall not be published or disclosed in any manner without the contracting officer's express written consent.

b. The details of any safeguards that may be revealed to the contractor by the Government in the course of performance under this contract shall not be published or disclosed in any manner without the contracting officer's express written consent.

c. The Government shall be afforded full, free, and uninhibited access to all facilities, installations, technical capabilities, operations, documentation, records and data bases for the purpose of carrying out a program of inspection to insure continued efficacy and efficiency of safeguards against threats and hazards to data security, integrity and confidentiality.

d. If new or unanticipated threats or hazards are discovered by either the Government or the contractor, or if existing safeguards have ceased to function, the discoverer shall immediately bring the situation to the attention of the other party. Mutual agreement shall then be reached on changes or corrections to existing safeguards or institution of new safeguards, with final determination of appropriateness being made by the Government. The Government's liability is limited to an equitable adjustment of cost for such changes or corrections, and the Government shall not be liable for claims of loss of business, damage to reputation, or damages of any other kind arising from discovery of new or unanticipated threats or hazards, or any public or private disclosure thereof.

FAR 52.216-18 ORDERING (APR 1984)

a. Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. Such orders may be issued from Contract Award through month 96 for supplies, and from Contract Award through month 144 for services.

b. All delivery orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. In the event of conflict between a delivery order and this contract, the contract shall control.

c. If mailed, a delivery order is considered "issued" when the Government deposits the order in the mail. Orders may be issued orally or by written telecommunications only if authorized in the Schedule.

FAR 52.216-19 DELIVERY-ORDER LIMITATIONS (APR 1984)

a. Minimum Order. When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $5000.00, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract. 

b. Maximum Order. The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $1 million;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $8.5 million;

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office that together within 15 days call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) and (2) above.

c. If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216- 21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum order limitations in paragraph b. above.

d. Notwithstanding paragraph b. and c. above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph b., unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within ten (10) days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons. Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

FAR 52.216-21 REQUIREMENTS (APR 1984)   (Mod P00138)

a. This is a requirements contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule. The quantities of supplies or services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract. Except as this contract may otherwise provide, if the Government's requirements do not result in orders in the quantities described as "estimated" or "maximum" in the Schedule, that fact shall not constitute the basis for an equitable price adjustment.

b. Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause. Subject to any limitations in the Delivery-Order Limitation clause or elsewhere in this contract, the Contractor shall furnish to the Government all supplies or services specified in the Schedule and called for by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause. The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations. 

c. Except as this contract otherwise provides, the Government shall order from the Contractor all the supplies or services specified in the Schedule that are required to be purchased by the Government activity or activities specified in the Schedule.

d. The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the "minimum" under clause B3.

e. The Government is not required to purchase from the Contractor requirements in excess of any limit on total orders under this contract.

f. If the Government urgently requires delivery of any quantity of an item before the earliest date that delivery may be specified under this contract, and if the Contractor will not accept an order providing for the accelerated delivery, the Government may acquire the urgently required goods or services from another source.

g. Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order. The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after 144 months from date of award.   (MOD P00138)

FAR 52.220-1 PREFERENCE FOR LABOR SURPLUS AREA CONCERNS (APR 1984)

a. This acquisition is not a set aside for labor surplus area (LSA) concerns. However, the offeror's status as such a concern may affect (1) entitlement to award in case of tie offers or (2) offer evaluation in accordance with the Buy American Act clause of this solicitation. In order to determine whether the offeror is entitled to a preference under (1) or (2) above, the offeror must identify, below, the LSA in which the costs to be incurred on account of manufacturing or production (by the offeror or the first- tier sub contractors) amount to more than 50 percent of the contract price.

b. Failure to identify the locations as specified above will preclude consideration of the offeror as an LSA concern. If the offeror is awarded a contract as an LSA concern and would not have otherwise qualified for award, the offeror shall perform the contract or cause the contract to be performed in accordance with the obligations of an LSA concern.

DFARS 252.219-7009 INCENTIVE PROGRAM FOR SUBCONTRACTING WITH SMALL AND SMALL DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS CONCERNS, HISTORICALLY BLACK COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES AND MINORITY INSTITUTIONS (APR 1990)

a. Of the total dollars it plans to spend under subcontracts, the Contractor has committed itself in its subcontracting plan to try to award a certain percentage to small business concerns and a certain percentage to small disadvantaged business concerns (SDB), Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCUs) and Minority Institutions (MIs).

b. If the Contractor exceeds its SDB/HBCU/MI subcontracting goal in performing this contract, it will receive at completion of contract performance one (1%) percent of the dollars in excess of the SDB/HBCU/MI subcontracting goal in the plan.

c. The Contractor will not be entitled to receive an incentive award under this clause if the Contracting Officer determines that the amount by which the Contractor exceeded its goal was not due to the Contractor's efforts (e.g., a subcontractor cost overrun, or the award of subcontracts that had been planned but had not been disclosed in the subcontracting plan during contract negotiations, caused the actual subcontract amount to exceed that estimated in the subcontracting plan). Determinations made under this paragraph are not subject to the Disputes clause.

DFARS 252.270-7004 OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (SEP 1987) 

This contract is renewable at the prices stated elsewhere in the contract, at the option of the Government, by the Contracting Officer giving written notice of renewal to the Contractor by the first day of each fiscal year of the Government or within 30 days after funds for that fiscal year become available, whichever date is the later; or, if the contract is written for a twelve- month period other than the fiscal year, by expiration date of the contract; provided that the Contracting Officer shall have given preliminary notice of the Government's intention to renew at least 30 days before this contract is to expire. Such a preliminary notice of intent to renew shall not be deemed to commit the Government to renewals. If the Government exercises this option for renewal, the contract as renewed shall be deemed to include this option provision. However, the total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not extend beyond 144 months from date of award.


FIRMR 201-39.5202-3 PROCUREMENT AUTHORITY (DEC 89 FIRMR)
