While it is manufactured in the United States, it is not a "domestic end product" because it does not meet the component cost test in DFARS 225.101, i.e. the cost of its qualifying country components and its components which are mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States must exceed 50% of the cost of all its components. However, it is considered a "U.S. made end product" because its "assembly" in the United States satisfies the definition of "substantially transformed".

Example 2

Some parts from Taiwan 20%

Manufactured in the United States 80%

This product is acceptable if more than 50% of the cost of the components are domestic or qualifying country components (see the DFARS 225.101 definition of a "domestic end product"). The Trade Agreements Act only contains restrictions concerning the acquisition of "foreign end products".

Example 3

All parts from Taiwan 70%

Assembly in Japan 30%

This product is acceptable under the Trade Agreements Act. For a foreign end product to be acceptable it must be "substantially transformed", i.e. assembled, in a designated country. Japan is a designated country.

Example 4

All parts manufactured in Japan 70%

Assembly in United States 30%

This product is acceptable. While it is manufactured in the United States, it is not a "domestic end product" because it does not meet the component cost test in DFARS 225.101, i.e. the cost of its qualifying country components and its components which are mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States must exceed 50% of the cost of all its components. However, it is considered a "U.S. made end product" because its "assembly" in the United States satisfies the definition of "substantially transformed".

Example 5

All parts manufactured in United States 70%

Assembly in Japan 30%

This product is acceptable. While this is not a "domestic end product", the assembly is in Japan. For a foreign end product to be acceptable it must be assembled in a designated country. Japan is a designated country. 

Example 6

All parts from Japan 70%

Assembly in Taiwan 30%

This product is not acceptable. For a foreign end product to be acceptable it must be assembled in a designated country. Taiwan is not a designated country.

Example 7

All parts from United States 70%

Assembly in Taiwan 30%

This product is not acceptable. Because more than 50% of the costs of the components are foreign, it is not a "domestic end product". For a foreign end product to be acceptable it must be assembled in a designated country. Taiwan is not a designated country.

L25. DISCUSSIONS AND CONTRACT AWARD
L25.1. DISCUSSION OF TECHNICAL DEFICIENCIES 
As required by FAR 15.609(d), discussions will be held to resolve any technical deficiencies found in each offeror's written technical proposal or during an offeror's Live Test Demonstration (LTD). These deficiencies may be found during the LTD or during the evaluation of an offeror's written technical and management proposal. An offeror's failure to satisfy a minimum mandatory requirement constitutes an technical deficiency. 

L25.2. DISCUSSION OF TECHNICAL WEAKNESSES
Discussions will be held to inform each offeror of any weaknesses found in their written technical or management proposal or during an offeror's LTD. These weaknesses may be found during the Live Test Demonstration or during the evaluation of an offeror's written technical or management proposal. Weaknesses relate to scored portions of an offeror's proposal.

L25.3. CONTRACTUAL AND BUSINESS DISCUSSIONS
Discussions will be held to resolve any contractual and business issues relating to an offeror's proposal. These issues may include the terms and conditions submitted by an offeror and any discrepancies in their "Sample Price Exhibits". These business discussions will also include agreement on the requirements of the Technology Improvements clause and the approval by the contracting officer of the "OEM Commercial List Price[s]" which will be used in computing the CPD under that clause. The "OEM Commercial List Price[s]" will be submitted within five days after completion of each offeror's LTD. This list will be submitted under a cover letter which specifies the OEM Commercial UNIT List Price by SCLIN. Attached to this letter will be copies of the OEM's Commercial List Price sheets.
