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M1. FAR 52.252-1 SOLICITATION PROVISIONS INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE (JUN 1988)
This solicitation incorporates the following solicitation provisions by reference, with the same force and effect as if they were in full text. Upon request, the Contracting Officer will make their full text available.

M2. SOURCE SELECTION PROCESS
M2.1. Once the Request for Proposal (RFP) has been released, Offerors will be given approximately one hundred twenty (120) calendar days to prepare their proposals (excluding price proposal) in accordance with Section L of the RFP. The complete proposal shall be provided to the Procuring Contracting Office (PCO) on or prior to the date and time specified in the RFP. Offerors shall submit a proposal that completely addresses all areas of the RFP.

M2.2. Upon submission of proposals, the Executive Summary will be opened and reviewed by the Government evaluation team. If all MMRs have been properly certified then the remaining volumes (excluding Volume III) will be opened, inventoried and inspected for compliance with Section L. Offerors who do not properly certify all MMRs or who do not submit a complete comprehensive proposal in the format specified in Section L will not be invited to participate in the LTD and will be excluded from the selection process. Those Offerors who are not invited to continue in the selection process will be notified by the PCO of the disposition. A lottery will be held to determine the order in which the remaining Offerors will enter into the LTD. The Offerors' technical volume will be reviewed prior to the LTD.

M2.3. The LTD will evaluate specific MMRs and OTFs of particular products and will be conducted as described in Attachment 2. The results of the LTD will be used to validate the technical proposals.

M2.3.1. FAILURE TO SUCCESSFULLY DEMONSTRATE A MINIMUM MANDATORY REQUIREMENT AFTER ALLOWABLE RETEST DURING THE LTD WILL PRECLUDE OFFERORS FROM FURTHER PARTICIPATION IN THE SELECTION PROCESS.

M2.3.2. If offered, the optional CADDS 4X translator will be evaluated during the LTD.

M2.3.3. Programming and repairs are acceptable during the LTD. The Offeror shall submit appropriate change pages in an amendment to its proposal for any such changes no later than five working days after LTD completion.

M2.4 Those Offerors who successfully complete the LTD will be notified in writing and asked to submit price proposals at a time specified by the Government. Those Offerors who do not successfully complete the LTD will be advised in writing and will no longer be considered for award. The deadline for submission of price proposals shall be 20 calendar days following the official request for the price proposal. The government plans to evaluate price proposals following price proposal submission.

M2.5. Proposals will be evaluated by the Government evaluation team following successful completion of the LTD. The Government will validate that the proposal reflects those products which successfully passed the LTD. The Government evaluation team will rate each proposal strictly in accordance with its content and will not assume adequacy of performance in areas not specified in the Offeror's written proposal. Any clarifications, substitutions and repairs resulting from the individual Offeror's LTD shall be reflected in appropriate change pages to its proposal. It is the intention of the Government not to allow significant changes to the Offeror's technical proposal once it is formally submitted. 

M2.6. Using an evaluation board and an advisory council, the Government will conduct a source selection process for a contractual source to provide the requirements in this RFP. The Source Selection Authority (SSA) will determine which responsible and technically acceptable Offeror provides the greatest value, price and other factors considered, to the Government, and will authorize award to that Offeror.

M2.7. Following the technical evaluation and repairs, if required, a competitive range may be determined. Proposals from responsible Offerors, in the competitive range (if applicable) will be included in the final source selection report submitted to the Source Selection Authority (SSA). The SSA will determine which Offeror provides the greatest value to the Government and will authorize award to that Offeror.

M2.8. At a minimum, to be considered responsible by the PCO, Offerors shall:

a. Have adequate financial resources to perform the contract.

b. Have the ability to comply with the required delivery or performance schedule.

c. Have a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics.

d. Have the necessary organization, experience, accounting, and operational controls, technical skills, or ability to obtain them.

e. Have the necessary facilities and equipment or the 

ability to obtain them.

f. Be otherwise qualified and eligible to receive an award under applicable laws and regulations including eligibility under the Equal Employment Opportunity Acts and the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act as a regular dealer or manufacturer.

M2.9. Offerors are advised that only Purchase Funds are budgeted for this acquisition. Award is contemplated on a purchase basis. No other plans are solicited. Award will be made to that responsible and technically acceptable Offeror whose proposal is the most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.

M2.10. Paragraph (c) of FAR 52.215.16 "Contract Award" is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors (other than discussions conducted for the purpose of minor clarification). However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if later determined by the Contracting Officer to be necessary. Therefore, each initial offer should contain the offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint.

M3. PROPOSAL EVALUATION 
Proposals will be evaluated using three factors: 1) Technical, 2) Management, and 3) Price. Technical will account for 75 percent of the score and management will account for 25 percent. Although price will not be mathematically scored, price is a significant factor in the evaluation. Technical is the single most important factor and management is the least important factor.

M3.1. TECHNICAL FACTORS
An Offeror's technical score will be computed from the results of the LTD and the Technical Proposal Evaluations.

a. The LTD score is based upon the accuracy and completeness of the graphic and numeric results produced and the Offeror's demonstrated productivity enhancement features during both the technical features and production tests. MMRs and OTFs will be validated during the LTD but not scored. The LTD score is 80 percent of the technical score and is the sum of the scores of the technical features test and the production test. The production test score is slightly more significant than the technical features test score.

b. The technical proposal evaluation will validate the MMRs and score the OTFs. The technical proposal score is 20 percent of the technical score. If an OTF is not offered or is not technically acceptable, then no points will be given. If an offeror exceeds an OTF or an MMR for which there is no specific corresponding OTF, no additional technical points or credit will be given.

M3.1.1. Production Test
The production test score is based upon the productivity enhancement, the drawing content, the drawing content coordination and the computation coordination subfactors (see Attachment 2).

a. The productivity enhancement subfactor is of the same importance as the combination of the other subfactors, 

and is applied to the other subfactors to obtain the overall production test score. The drawing content, drawing content coordination and the computation coordination subfactors are of equal importance.

b. The drawing content, drawing content coordination and computation coordination subfactors each consist of a number of graphic and numeric results. All graphic and numeric results will be graded on a binary or "pass or fail" basis. All results are of equal weight.

c. Productivity enhancement features will be evaluated by a Government observer for each discipline during the production test. The productivity enhancement subfactor is the sum of the scores for each discipline, where each discipline is of equal importance. The score for each discipline is the average of the score for each test period.

d. The productivity enhancement features score for a test period is a combination of the grade for the Man-Machine Interaction, Graphics/Text Manipulation and Data Exchange & Integrity criteria. The 3 criteria are of equal importance, and are graded on a multipoint basis, where 3 is Excellent, 2 is Satisfactory, 1 is Marginal and 0 is Unsatisfactory.

M3.1.2. Technical Features Test
The technical features test is composed of the test problems listed below. The technical features test score is based upon the correctness of the Offeror's results, the productivity enhancement features demonstrated in the test, and the relative importance of the test problem as shown below. A relative importance of "2" is twice as important as a relative importance of "1".

a. The correct results produced and the demonstrated productivity enhancements are of equal importance for each test problem, except for problem GC-1 through GC-5, GS-1 through GS-5, and GC-1 through GC-3. Productivity enhancement will not be evaluated for those tests.

b. Productivity enhancement features will be evaluated by a Government observer for each test problem or test period. The productivity enhancement features score for a test problem or period is a combination of the grade for the Man-Machine Interaction, Graphics/Text Manipulation and Data Exchange & Integrity criteria. The 3 criteria are of equal importance, and are graded on a multipoint basis, where 3 is Excellent, 2 is Satisfactory, 1 is Marginal and 0 is Unsatisfactory. If a problem is longer than one period, a score will be determined for each partial or full period, and the scores will be averaged to arrive at the productivity enhancement score for the problem.

M3.2. MANAGEMENT FACTORS
M3.2.1. In order to assess an Offeror's corporate ability to support the procurement requirements over an extended contract life, the Government has established management evaluation factors. The Offeror will be evaluated on ability to meet these factors based upon literature and narratives provided by the Offeror.

M3.2.2. The specific requirements of the management and support plans described in Section L will be graded using a binary (zero (0) for failure or one (1) for pass) or multipoint scoring concept with a greater number of points achieved based on the degree to which the offered solution exceeds the stated minimum. The multipoint scores are:

0 Feature is unsatisfactory or not offered

1 Feature meets the criteria

2 Feature exceeds the criteria 

3 Feature is outstanding 

M3.2.3. The relative order of importance of the management and support plans is shown below. A relative importance of "2" is twice as important as a relative importance of "1".

M3.3. PRICE FACTORS
M3.3.l. TOTAL CONTRACT LIFE PRICE EVALUATION
M3.3.1.1. Price evaluation will be conducted using the 10% Present Value (PV) discount rates shown in Exhibit M for the 144 month estimated contract life.

M3.3.1.2. Price evaluation procedures specified in Section M3 will be utilized for evaluation purposes only to determine the lowest overall estimated contract life price in the manner described in Attachment 9. The evaluation schedules, quantities and timeframes shown in Attachment 11 are for evaluation purposes only. The Government is not obligated to order in the time frames, schedules and quantities shown in Attachment 11.

M3.3.1.3. Month one of the contract life is assumed to be 1 May 1992 for evaluation purposes only.

M3.3.2. PRICING RULES
The following rules are established with the intention of preventing offers from being submitted where prices or credits are used individually or in combination which could result in unrealistically evaluated prices while actual invoicing during contract performance would be significantly different than evaluated prices. The rules are also established to ensure that the post-award management of the contract is practical and free from unnecessarily cumbersome pricing procedures. These rules are in addition to those requirements discussed in DFAR Provision 252.270-7003 "Fixed-Priced Options". Each year's pricing plan must contain fixed, determinable, and discrete prices in conformance with the rules published below. Failure to conform with these rules may lead to rejection of the offer.

M3.3.2.1. The unit price of any item for which there is a specific charge cannot increase or decrease as the quantity of supply or level of service delivered increases or decreases.

M3.3.2.2. Price of any one time item unit cannot be tied to usage or quantity of the same or another item unit.

M3.3.2.3. Each product proposed by an Offeror shall be priced as required by L15.5.6.a. if that item is separately priced by that OEM under its commercial practice.

M3.3.2.4. Bundling is unacceptable if it increases the overall cost to the Government by adding MMRs or OTFs not described in the SCLIN. "Bundling" is a combination of one or more OEM products proposed in order to satisfy more than one SCLIN.

M3.3.2.5. Any credits earned or achieved by the Government cannot be lost.

M3.3.3. PRICE CHANGES
M3.3.3.1. Net unit prices (i.e., prices including applicable escalations and all discounts except prompt payment) for each CLIN shall remain fixed and constant for each Government fiscal year. Net unit prices for CLINS shall not change within a fiscal year.

M3.3.3.2. "Net unit price" means a single, all-inclusive price including all discounts and any increases or decreases. The "net unit price" must be expressed as a single actual dollar amount. "Net unit price" excludes prompt payment discounts.

M3.3.3.3. Changes in prices at the beginning of each fiscal year are permitted and are subject to the pricing rules stated in M3.3.3.2.

M3.3.3.4. Any proposed unit price for maintenance or any other service which includes a charge for some of the evaluated calls or quantities and no charge or another charge for others within the same Fiscal Year shall be deemed to violate M3.3.3.1.

M3.3.4. VALIDATION OF LIFE CYCLE PRICES
A price evaluation validation session may be conducted with any Offeror prior to award, if required. Offerors shall be prepared to enter into the validation session(s) with total systems life prices. These sessions will be scheduled by the PCO.

M3.4.5. INSTALLATION PRICES
Prices proposed shall include all installation for all delivery sites.

M3.4.6. OFFEROR PROPOSED PRICING FOR HARDWARE, SOFTWARE, AND SERVICES
The proposed prices will be evaluated as if the charges are incurred on the first day of the month which they are incurred as specified in Section M3.3. Unless otherwise specified, the requirements set forth in Section C shall be presented by the Offeror as ordered by the Government, up to the estimated quantities stated in Section B. Evaluation of the total evaluated contract life price will be on the basis of the prices specified by the Offeror, multiplied by the per-unit evaluation quantity and schedule shown in Attachment 11, and as follows:

M3.4.6.1. HARDWARE
M3.4.6.1.(a) Exhibit A shall specify the unit prices of all hardware proposed to meet the requirements specified in Section C. Evaluation of the total evaluated contract life price will be on the basis of the prices specified by the Offeror, multiplied by the per-unit evaluation quantity and schedule shown in Attachment 11. Prices shall be provided for the sub-CLINs (000101, etc.; 000201, etc.; and 000301, etc.) for the workstation CLINs (0001, 0002 and 0003). The prices for the complete workstation at the 0001, 0002 and 0003 levels will be the prices used for evaluation. NOTE: Any hardware item that shows an NSP or N/C shall have a CLIN/SCLIN cross reference following the item description in Column 4 (Hardware Description).

M3.4.6.1.(b) Each SCLIN in CLIN 0011 except SCLINs 0011AK and 0011AT through 0011AW shall include all parts (hardware, cables, connectors, tools) needed to support an operational and technically complete product.

M3.4.6.2. SOFTWARE
M3.4.6.2.(a) Exhibit B through B-5 shall specify the prices of all software proposed (except the operating system, prices shall be specified in Exhibit A) to meet the requirements specified in Section C. Individual sites reserve the right to purchase specific software on a: 

Single user monthly basis (SUAL) (Exhibit B-3),

Multiple user monthly basis (MUAL) (Exhibit B-4),

Single user one-time basis (SUPL) (Exhibit B-1) or

Multiple user one-time basis (MUPL) (Exhibit B-2).

M5. LIVE TEST DEMONSTRATIONS (LTD)
M5.1. All Offerors who are invited to conduct the LTD shall do so at no cost to the Government. 

M5.2. The LTD shall be performed within the specified time frame at the Offeror's facility in accordance with Attachment 2.

M6. AWARD
M6.1. Award will be made to a single Offeror for all quantities and items solicited. Any Evaluated Optional Products not proposed by the successful Offeror may be acquired under separate contract(s). 

M6.2. Upon award, the Specification statements in Section C will be modified to reflect the feature and subfeatures proposed and accepted. The entire Section C as modified shall be releasable under the Freedom of Information Act.

M7. DISCOUNTS FOR PROMPT PAYMENT
For evaluation purposes, prompt payment discounts will not be evaluated. For contract administration purposes, however, prompt payment discounts offered will be taken by the Government and incorporated into the contract. As an alternative to offering prompt payment discounts in conjunction with the offer, the Offeror awarded the contract may include prompt payment discounts on individual invoices. 

M8. PRICE AND TECHNICAL TRADE-OFF
M8.1. This Solicitation employs technical and price trade-offs in its evaluation. Although price will not be mathematically scored, price is a significant evaluation factor. The fact that a proposal receives the highest number of technical excellence points (sum of technical and management points) does not in itself justify selection of the highest scored proposal without regard to the price to the Government. 

M8.2. The Source Selection Authority will not be strictly bound by point scores. In reaching a decision, the Source Selection Authority retains the discretion to balance the technical merits of each proposal against the proposed overall cost to determine the greatest value to the Navy. Award may be made to a lower priced proposal although its total technical excellence is lower.

M8.3. If the Source Selection Authority determines that the technical excellence represents a technical advantage and the greatest value to the Government, the Source Selection Authority may award to such proposal at a higher evaluation price. The decision will be made at the discretion of the Source Selection Authority and will depend on the facts and circumstances of the procurement.

M9. EVALUATION OF FOREIGN END PRODUCTS
Proposals offering foreign end products will be evaluated in accordance with the policies and procedure of FAR Part 25 and DFAR Part 25. End product is defined as any single SCLIN (See Glossary) identified in Section B of this solicitation and resultant contract.

M10. DFAR 252.270-7003 - FIXED PRICE OPTIONS (SEP 1987)
(a) This solicitation is being conducted on the basis that the known requirements extend beyond the initial contract period to be awarded, but due to the unavailability of funds, including statutory limitations on obligation of funds, the option(s) cannot be exercised at the time of award of the initial contract. There is a reasonable certainty that funds will be available thereafter to permit exercise of the options. Because realistic competition for the option periods is impracticable once the initial contract is awarded, it is in the best interest of the Government to evaluate options in order to eliminate the possibility of a "buy-in". 

(b) In order to safeguard the integrity of the Government's evaluation and because the Government is required to acquire ADPE and related items on the basis of fulfilling the systems-life requirement at the lowest overall cost, price and other factors considered, requirements for optional periods as well as initial requirements will be evaluated for award on a fixed price basis. Since the systems or items to be acquired under the solicitation have an expected life of 144 months (hereafter referred to as "systems life"), and since lowest systems life costs are synonymous with lowest overall costs, the contract resulting from a solicitation will contain options at fixed prices for renewals for subsequent periods based on fiscal years, or other authorized twelve-month periods throughout the projected systems life. Despite the foregoing, Offerors are reminded that although the evaluation that will lead to contract award will be based on systems life costs, the award of the initial contract, as well as the exercise of the option is dependent not only on the continued existence of the requirement and the availability of funds but also on an affirmative determination that each exercise of an option is in the best interest of the Government.

(c) Options included in offers submitted in response to this solicitation will be evaluated as follows:

Evaluation of option prices will not obligate the Government to exercise the options. (3) Separate Charges. Separate charges, in any form, are not solicited. Offers containing any charges for failure to exercise any option will be rejected. 

(d) Selection of an offer shall be made on the basis of price and other factors considered, to the Government provided that the contract price reasonably represents the value of bona fide fiscal year requirements, rather than representing, to any extent, a portion of any other fiscal year's requirements, unless otherwise authorized by law. This determination with respect to the contract price shall be made after consideration of such factors as commercial or catalog prices, Offeror system startup expense, multiyear price protection, assured system life availability of equipment, software, and vendor support. If a determination is made that an offer does not meet this criteria, that offer cannot be accepted for award.

(e) Award of an initial contract will not obligate the Government to exercise any contractual option. Prior to exercising any option, the Government will make a determination that (i) funds are available, (ii) the requirement covered by the option fulfills an existing need of the Government, and (iii) the exercise of the option is the most advantageous method of fulfilling the Government's need, price and other factors considered.

(f) Failure to exercise an option shall not obligate the Government to pay any charges other than the contract price including exercised options.
